What is a ‘podcast’?

A podcast is an audio or video series, like a radio or TV show: except that you can carry it with you on your own media/mp3 player.

How can I get PG Focus?

There are several ways to get PG Focus:

1) In the embedded player on the web page – simply go to the web page of the episode you want to listen to, and click ‘play’ on the player in the top right hand corner of the page.

2) Via direct download - you can go to the bottom of the page of the episode you want to download, and click the ‘Direct download’ link to save a copy to your hard drive.
