ERA 2012 Ranked Outlets Consultation 
TASA executive endorsed modifications 
In November and December 2010 the TASA executive asked members for suggested changes to the 2010 ERA Journal List and a number of submissions were made by thematic groups and individuals. The following list of endorsed modifications was compiled and has been endorsed by the TASA executive. These decisions were made on the basis of a) the judgement of executive members, b) the strength of argument put forward by TASA members and c) by taking impact factor scores on SCOPUS and ISI into account [the rule of thumb was that impact factors over 1.5 deserved A*, over 1 deserved A and less than 1 deserved B, journals without impact factor scores do not deserve an A or A*].

Names like Zygmunt Bauman, Agnes Heller, Alain Touraine (and the list goes on) are not well known as commentators on the leading social theorists – they are the leading theorists! We were published by MIT Press 1990-1996 , and since then by Sage , out of London , New Delhi and Thousand Oaks . Our board includes luminaries from Yale (Alexander, Wallerstein, Szelenyi ) Leeds ( Bauman ) Paris (Touraine ), Harvard ( Patterson) , Berkeley (Jay , Wacquant ),UCLA ( Pateman ) New York (Heller , Calhoun) Frankfurt (Joas, Honneth ) among others . We are on the Scopus list and Sage have an application in for us for Thompson ISI . While we make independent decisions about the papers we publish , and are keen to publish cutting edge ECRS , the majority of our papers are by well established global authors in the broad field of social theory ( more recently , for example , Charles Taylor , George Ritzer ). We have  very low acceptance rate . 

Contemporary drug problems notes

Although Contemporary Drug Problems is not listed in ISI Thomson, the articles published in it generate substantial citations. For example, a Scopus search on journal article references containing the term ‘Contemporary Drug Problems’ (search date: 19/11/2010) yielded 1,906 citations. 

A second citation search was conducted using the ‘Publish or Perish’ software, which draws on Google Scholar data to generate citation statistics for academic journals (http://www.harzing.com/pop.htm). Contemporary Drug Problems was compared with two international ERA-ranked journals that also regularly publish historical and social research on alcohol and drugs (Table 1).
